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1. Situation Overview
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Alert Level

Taal Volcano's status remains at Alert Level 2 which means that the volcano is
undergoing magmatic intrusion which could eventually lead to an eruption

Twelve (12) volcanic earthquakes were detected by the seismic network for the
past 24 hours

Taal Volcano Island which is within the 3 kms danger zone has 3,523 population
There are 16 barangays located within 7- km Danger Zone (2 in San Nicolas, 6 in
Agoncillo, 3 in Balete, 1in Laurel, 3 in Mataas na Kahoy and 1 in Talisay)

Precautionary Measures

PHIVOLCS reminds the general public that the Main Crater remains off-limits to the
public because steam-driven explosions may suddenly occur or high concentrations of
toxic gases may accumulate

Areas with hot grounds and steam emission such as portion of the Daang Kastila Trail
are considered hazardous. PHIVOLCS reiterates that Taal Volcano Island is a high
risk area and permanent danger zane. Hence, habitation is strictly not recommended

To date, a total of 150 families / 697 persons voluntarily evacuated and are

currently staying in various designated evacuation centers, detailed as follows:
