A. Affected Population
A total of 53,486 families/274,002 persons were affected in 713 barangays of 13 cities
and 88 municipalities in 13 provinces (to include MM) of Regions Ill, IV-A, V and NCR.

After thorough validation by DOH and RDCCs IV-A and V, the overall number of
casualties decreased from 196 to 180. While the number of dead increased from 91 to
111, the number of injured and missing decreased from 35 to 21; and 55 to 48,
respectively, because those who were reported missing before were either rescued

alive or recovered dead.

The provinces affected were Bataan and Zambales in Region lll, Laguna, Rizal, Cavite
and Quezon in Region IV-A; and Camarines Norte, Camarines Sur and Catanduanes in Region
V. Of the affected provinces, Quezon Province incurred the biggest loss valued at PhP145.2 M,
followed by Rizal at PhP26.4M due to heavy damage to HVCC. (vegetable and bananas).

A total of 2,102 hectares were affected (1,325 hectares rice; 87 hectares corn and 690
hectares HVCC) and 907 hectares were completely damaged with estimated lost at 86,116
metric tones (MT) of crops

STU Balisen recovered 2 cadavers on July 21 and another 2 on July 22, 2010. The
cadavers were transported to Atimonan, Quezon for i dentification of their relatives.
Relatives had a hard time identifying the bodies be  cause they are at the decomposing
stage already.

RDCC IV-A instructed all MDCC of Quezon and in coa stal areas to coordinate
with  PDCC Quezon in case they have sightings of casualties in their territotial
waters.

G. Update on the Qil Spillage in Mariveles, Bataan  Involving MT "Deborah Uno” (LPG
Tanker).

On July 20, 2010, two (2) gas technician and two (2 ) Oil Spill Response Team
(OSRT) personnel approached the LPG Tanker aboard a rubber boat to conduct a gas
free test using Multi-gas Analyzer to test the pres  ence of detrimental gases in the
surrounding of the vessel. Based on their findings the area was safe for personnel but
not safe for hot work.

The plan of the salvage company is to pump out wa  ter from MT Deborah Uno to
make afloat again and tow it away from the shore ne  ar the Petrochem Corporation and
transfer the LPG to the other tanker. Salvaging op  erations commenced on July 21,
2010.

H. Status of the Sinisian Bridge in Batangas wh ich was reported earlier not passable
to all types of vehicle . Repair works of scoured p  ortion of the bridge was completed
and was passable since July 22, 2010 12:00 Noon.
