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|. SITUATION OVERVIEW

A. Weather Update

< Tropical Storm “BASYANG” has intensified into a Typhoon as it moves
towards Aurora-Northern Quezon area. At 10:00 AM today, 13 July 2010,
Typhoon “Basyang” was estimated based on satellite and surface data at 90
km North of Virac, Catanduanes (14.3 N°, 124.4°E) with maximum sustained
winds of 120 kph near the center and gustiness of up to 150 kph moving West
at 22 kph

< Typhoon “Basyang” is expected to make landfall over Aurora-Northern
Quezon area tonight or early tomorrow and it will be at 60 km West of Baguio
City by Wednesday morning and at 380 km West of Laoag City by Thursday
morning

% Public Storm Warning Signal (PSWS) Nos. 1, 2 and 3 are hoisted in the
following areas:

PSWS No. 3 | Catanduanes, Camarines Norte, Northern Quezon including
Polilio Island and Aurora

PSWS No. 2 | Camarines Sur, Southern Quezon, Laguna, Rizal, Bulacan,
Nueva Ecija, Nueva Vizcaya, Quirino, Ifugao and Isabela
PSWS No. 1 | Metro Manila, Albay, Marindugue, Batangas, Cavite, Bataan,
Pampanga, Zambales, Tarlac, Pangasinan, La Union,

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Those living along the coast in areas under signal No. 2 and No. 3 are
advised to be on alert against big waves generated by the typhoon

B. STATUS OF STRANDEES

today, 13 July 2010, there are 377 persons, 18 trucks, 7 Cars, 4 buses, 10
vessels and 7 motor bancas stranded in various ports of Region V, namely:
Tabaco, Victory Village Legaspi, Virac, Sabang, Pasacao and Pioduran

Il. PREPAREDNESS MEASURES
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National

NDCC OpCen issued an NDCC Advisory to all Chairman, RDCCS, PDCCs,
and OCDRCs through SMS and facsimile on the Severe Weather Bulletins,
24-Hour Public Weather Forecast and General Flood Advisories issued by
PAGASA, for further dissemination to their respective local disaster
coordinating councils from the provincial down to the municipal levels
Likewise, issued memo through text to the concerned regions for them to list
down vulnerable areas likely to be affected by Typhoon “Basyang” and
preparedness measures undertaken

RDCCs I, lll, IV-A and V and their respective PDCCs have activated their
respective Disaster Operations Centers (DOCs) upon receipt of the 1st NDCC
Advisory on the intensification of Tropical Storm “Basyang” yesterday; alerted
all member-agencies concerned and local disaster responders to take
necessary precautionary measures on the possible effects of Typhoon
“Basyang’; and continuously disseminating weather advisories to all RDCC-
Member Agencies, local media and local DCCs
