I. Situation Overview
Background

< Intermittent moderate to heavy rains that prevailed in the municipalities of Sultan
Kudarat, Pagalungan and Datu Montawal all in Maguindanao on July 28-31, 2010,
Lambayong, Sultan Kudarat Province on July 13-27, 2010 and Kabacan North Cotabato
on July 26-28, 2010 triggered the overflowing of Simuay River and caused the
occurrence of flooding in the above areas, thus affecting 16,184 families . Details on
the effects of flooding per province are reflected hereunder:

A. Maguindanao
1. Sultan Kudarat

% Ten barangays in Sultan Kudarat were flooded affecting 12,422 families So far no
major evacuation has taken place except the 20 families who have sought temporary
refuge to an elevated portion of National Highway and as of August 1, 2010,
evacuees have already returned home No casualty was reported

“ Flood waters at some 200 meters portion of the National Highway ranged from knee to
waist deep which caused heavy traffic to all types of vehicles. As of 7:00 AM, August 3,
2010, flood waters have not yet subsided and still knee-deep to waist deep in
some of these affected barangays to include Bulalo, Limbo, Calsada and Katuli

% Portion of National Highway in Brgys Limbo and Salimbao particularly in
Marbahan area is still flooded but passable to all types of vehicles

# The flow of traffic in the still flooded portion of National Highway covering Brgys
Salimbao and Limbo has significantly improved as of reporting time

“ There has been no major damage on infrastructure and other facilities except for the
“shoulders” of the flooded portion of National Highway
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
